WSK IN SPAIN: THONON AND VERSTAPPEN, DRIVERS FOR CRG-
MAXTER AND LEADERS OF THE RANKINGS, AT THEIR BEST 

 
IN THE THIRD EVENT OF THE WSK EURO SERIES ON THE CIRCUIT AT ZUERA (SPAIN), THE OFFICIAL DRIVERS FOR CRG-

MAXTER MADE THEMSELVES CONSPICUOUS: THONON STARTS FROM THE FIRST ROW OF THE STARTING GRID OF 
THE KZ1 PRE-FINAL; VERSTAPPEN WINS TWO HEATS IN KF3. MICHELLE GATTING WINS A HEAT IN KF2 

 
Zuera (Spain), 17th April 
2010. The third event of the 
WSK Euro Series is getting 
into top gears on the 
International circuit of Zuera 
in Spain, with the presence 
of 222 entrants for the four 
categories of the meeting. 
The CRG-Maxter Official 
Team drivers have got to the 
top positions on this 
occasion too, right in the 
event which marks the 
beginning of the second half 
of the championship. 
With a first and a second 
place achieved in the 
qualifying heats on Saturday, 
in KZ1 the leader of the 
ranking Jonathan Thonon 
gains the first row of the 
starting grid in Sunday’s pre-
final, standing more than a 
chance for the final win. “I’m 
absolutely confident for this 
race – says the Belgian driver 
– both the CRG chassis and 
the Maxter engine we used 
today for the two heats 
were perfect. Moreover, I’ve 
been working on a new 
starting method which 
seems to be very good. After 
Sunday’s double race I hope 
to leave Zuera with a wider 
gap in the ranking between 
me and the other drivers.”

In the junior category KF3, 
Max Verstappen – as usual – 
made himself quite 
conspicuous. He is the leader 
of the ranking and achieved 
two wins in the heats, even 
though he was slowed down 
by a crash and finished 11th 
in the first of the three races. 
Anyway, for his position on 
the starting grid it is 
necessary to wait for the 
fourth heat on Sunday 
morning; the same can be 
said for the other CRG-
Maxter drivers, the French 
Benjamin Gerard and the 

Italian Mario Ziletti. 
In KF2 the quick Michelle 

Gatting, of the CRG Junior Team, keeps on being in the group of the best drivers. She even managed to get 
a terrific win in one of Saturday’s heats. For this category too, it will be necessary to wait for the last heat 
on Sunday to see her position in the starting grid of the pre-final. 
On the contrary, the situation in the top category – the Super KF - is much more complex. The CRG 
standard-bearers had several troubles because they got involved in some crashes during the race. So far, 
Felice Tiene has been the best driver, seventh in the Superpole but 14th after the qualifying heats. In the 
pre-final he will be obliged to recover as well as Davide Forè (20th), Arnaud Kozlinski (21st) and Eddy Tinini 
(27th).
