Portimao (Portugal), 1st July 2010. On 
the International Circuit Algarve in 
Portimao (Portugal), the first of the three 
events of the WSK World Series is in full 
swing; the new world series of karting 
has two more meetings in schedule, one 
in the United States (1st August in 
Millville, New jersey) and the last one on 
31st October in Egypt (Sharm el Sheik). 
The CRG official team is all set for this 
International meeting, and has already 
got the first important results during the 
timed session of Thursday 1st July, even 
though the heat of this southern region of 

Portugal – Algarve – is a tough test both

all the technical equipment which is exposed to the hot temperature of the region. 
In KZ2, the American driver Gary Carlton (CRG-Maxter) achieved the pole position (picture shows the driver 
in action in Portimao), while the teammate Jonathan Thonon is third with a time gap of just 156 
milliseconds. 
In Super KF, the CRG Champion of the World Arnaud Kozlinski got the fourth time behind Armand Convers 
(Tony Kart), Nyck De Vries (Zanardi) and Benjamin Cooper (Kosmic).The other CRG drivers: Felice Tiene is 
sixth, Davide Forè seventh, Eddy Tinini eighteenth. 
In KF3, the new Euro WSK Champion Max Verstappen achieved the third time behind Damiano Fioravanti 
and Robert Visoiu (both Tony Kart). Antonio Fuoco “Speedy” got the seventh time. 
In KF2, the quick Danish driver Michelle Gatting, who has joined the CRG official team in this race, got the 
overall third time with a two tenth of a second gap from Ignazio D’Agosto (Tony Kart) and Sebastien Bailly 
(Kosmic). Giovanni Martinez got the tenth time during his session. 
The new kart track of Algarve, which officially opens at international level thanks to this event of the WSK 
World Series, is definitely interesting for its conformation and its modern infrastructures. The 1532 metre 
long circuit, with its gripping continuous ups and downs and its series of fast bends, has immediately made 
a good impression on the drivers. 
This is the comment of the two reigning world champions Jonathan Thonon, here racing in KZ2, and 
Arnaud Kozlinski in Super KF. 
Jonathan Thonon: “Excellent track the track of Portimao. The CRG team is fully deployed but the terrible 
heat makes our work really hard! We started running on Tuesday; I’ve been testing different settings and 
now I feel I can say that I’m ready to face this first event. There’s quite a lot of rubber on the track and this 
is the ideal situation to get the best out of the tyres. I’m glad I can run in this new championship, also 
because there is Ardigò among my competitors: it spurs me on even more, and my goal is the win.” 
Arnaud Kozlinski: “It is a beautiful circuit. I like driving on this track with its ups and downs and its several 
bends with interesting technical characteristics. Unfortunately I can’t still get the best out of my kart in 
terms of performance and so I don’t get the fun I was expecting. I hope to find the ideal setting as soon as 
possible in order to perform as I can and as I like.” 
 
The WSK Finals are scheduled for Saturday 3rd July. This schedule allows the event to enjoy the presence of 
larger audience and a better media coverage thanks to the concurrent World Touring Car Championship 
WTCC, which is held right on the circuit next to the kart track. A special TV report about the finals of the 
WSK will be broadcast by Eurosport during the live coverage of the 4th July WTCC. 
The Super KF Superpole and the qualifying heats are on 2nd July, the pre-finals and the finals on 3rd July.
