Millville (USA), 29th July 2010. Top level karting lands in the United States for the event of the WSK 
World Series in the small town of Millville, about 60 kilometres from Atlantic City, in the suggestive 
scenario of the New Jersey Motorsposrts Park, home of the circuit The Tempest (1,700 metres). 
In this important meeting of the most prestigious karting championship, CRG-Maxter official team 
presents all its best drivers and equipment in all the four categories, with the presence of several 
American drivers that make even bigger the total number of the “all blacks” drivers. 
In KZ2 the spotlights are on the CRG-Maxter Belgian driver Jonathan Thonon, reigning champion of the 
WSK European Series and undisputed winner of the previous event of Portimao in Portugal. In the 
American race he has to confirm his peak form and his leadership in the general ranking. One of the most 
motivated drivers to get an outstanding result is, anyway, his team-mate Gary Carlton, the American driver 
who already got a terrific result in the first race of Portimao and, for sure, wants to get another one in front 
of his fans. 
In KZ2, with the CRG colours there will be three more American drivers with their private teams: Mark 
Abrahams, besides Ron White and Alex Manglass of the SSC East Team. 



 

In Super KF Arnaud Kozlinski 
has to wipe out the unlucky 
beginning of the 
championship in Portugal 
and fill the gap in the 
general ranking. In the 
American race, the CRG 
French driver has Felice 
Tiene, Davide Forè and Eddy 
Tinini by his side, besides 
the Canadian Philip Orcic of 
the Dutch private Team 
Keijzer Racing. 
 In KF2, Michelle Gatting is 
the official representative of 
CRG. The Danish driver, 
already in great evidence 
during the season, will try to 
confirm her competiveness 

on this occasion too: her goal is the podium. Among the private drivers, the American Mark Pellegrini and 
Joey Wimsett of SSC East Team will race for CRG too. 
 In KF3 among the favourite drivers there are the young Dutch Max Verstappen, ready and willing to get on 
the highest step of the podium after being happy to be the runner-up in Portugal, and the Italian Antonio 
Fuoco “Speedy”: he too can achieve great results together with the major protagonists. Together with the 
two CRG top drivers, also the American Camden Geise, Trent Hindman and Niki Luna of the SSC East Team 
are racing for the Italian Constructor.
